We have
students majoring in management and international affairs as well as in almost every engineering
field. The largest percentage of students in the chapter pursue a degree within the Milton Stewart
Industrial and Systems Engineering School, which has been ranked number one in the Nation for
eighteen consecutive years. It is also important to recognize that other majors such as aerospace,
biomedical, civil, electrical, computer, material science, and environmental engineering have been
constantly ranked top ten in the nation as well.

Fall 2009 Activities

FASET Orientation Sessions- July-August, 2009(5 sessions)

This is an event held to introduce freshmen into the Georgia Tech community. During the
Organizations and Activities Fair, GT-SHPE will set up a booth where students can learn about
who we are and what we do. This is the first recruiting event in every academic year. We attempt
to inform new students about our organization and ask them to join. In order to promote the event,

we need t-shirts, pens, and other giveaways in order to leave our stamp on the student.
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National Institute for Leadership Advancement- August 5-9, 2009

This event is designed to provide newly elected chapter executive board members with the
resources to enhance their leadership and communication skills. Personal management and
strategic planning skills are essential to the success of any SHPE chapter. In this case, we ask for

assistance with travel expenses for the Executive Board members that choose to attend the event.

Leadership Retreat- September 26-27, 2009

The Board of Directors (BOD) is the second layer of leadership in the organization, each
Director having a specific function and reporting to one of the Executive Board members. The
Chapters BOD will spend two days together in a retreat where they will learn from each other and
begin to understand the individual roles each one will play during the academic year. Our leaders
will be taught the necessary tools to succeed in the semester to follow. Chapter goals will also be
discussed and analyzed to ensure all leaders of GT-SHPE unanimously understand the path and

heading of our organization.

Latino Welcome Weekend — 2" Weekend of Fall Semester 2009

The Latino Welcome Weekend is celebrated annually since 2005 with the purpose of
welcoming the new Hispanic students who are joining the Georgia Tech community. New students
get acquainted with the Hispanic community at Tech, and learn of many ways in which they can
get involved within their new surroundings. This event is co-sponsored with other Hispanic
organizations on campus, providing a weekend full of free-admittance activities.

This weekend’s kickoff is on Friday evening, where in the past we have hosted game
nights, movie nights, and salsa dancing nights. This year we will be hosting “Vegas Night”,
featuring a well-known magician. A pool party at the Campus Recreational Center ends the
celebration on Saturday afternoon. Barbecue, raffles, pifiatas and professionals performing
folkloric dances complete the evening.

As sponsor to this event, you will have the option to set a booth during Saturday’s pool

party with information and flyers from your company. This is a great opportunity to show the new
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and returning students of your constant and real interest in them at the eve of recruiting season and

beginning of the semester.

Membership Drive- August 26", 2009

This is the main recruiting effort of our chapter. This event provides interaction between
old and prospective members. Through this activity membership has increased on average 5%
every year. Banners, posters, flyers, and giveaways are necessary to successfully recruit new

members.

Career Forum — September 5, 2009

This event’s main focus is the personalized interaction between participants and corporate
representatives. The forum is designed to change the usual impersonal and large scale format of a
normal workshop into a smaller and more individually oriented activity.

The event consists of a rotational system made up of four distinct workshops, each hosted
by a different company representative. Examples of these workshops include:

- Mock-interview

- How to crack the Case Interview

- Presentation skills

- Resume critique

- Salary negotiation

These workshops will take place simultaneously, having a number of five to ten attendees
(top 10-20% of GT-SHPE Membership) assigned to a specific group, which will together rotate
from station to station. Each session will be forty-five minutes long with a fifteen minute interval
between them, and a slightly longer lunch break. The small group of attendees in each workshop
allows for greater interaction between the speaker and audience, maximizing participation,

therefore being able to give personalized attention to each participant.
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The Career Forum will take place the weekend before the Georgia Tech Career Fair since
this date is convenient for companies that are planning to participate in the fair. This activity is a

great recruiting opportunity given that you will have quality interaction with our top members.

Hispanic Heritage Month Celebration Kick-Off — September 17, 2009

The Hispanic Heritage Month takes place during September 15" through October 15™.
GT-SHPE promotes and celebrates the different cultures and backgrounds that compromise our
organization during this time period, making the Hispanic Heritage Month the most socially
eventful time for our organization. Weekly Hispanic trivia, movie nights, salsa nights, and most
importantly the Hispanic Heritage Month Celebration Kick-Off are some of the events hosted
during the month-long celebration. The latter consists of a highly interactive afternoon that takes
place in a centralized area on campus where students, faculty, and staff walk by and join our
celebration. In the past, this event has featured a Hispanic Trivia Maze, karaoke, pifiatas, fish the
questions, potato sack races, spin the wheel with Latin American flags, salsa lessons, and
traditional Hispanic food. As prizes to the winners, specially designed T-Shirts were given out as
well as magic bags containing “Hispanic wonders”, such as traditional Latin American candy.
This activity has become extremely popular over the last couple of years due to excellent planning,
dedication, and great advertising.

Hispanic Engineer National Achievements and Awards Conference
(HENAAC)- October 8 - 10 2009

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Education™. This year, a group of about thirty members will be representing Georgia Tech in San

Diego, CA, a growth of 50% over previous years.

Team Buzz promotes a sense of community and philanthropic spirit among the various
groups and organizations at Georgia Tech through service to the Atlanta community. Participation
has proven to be an important educational experience as well as an opportunity for personal
growth, whether the volunteer is a student, faculty, staff, alumna, or alumnus.

SHPE Conference- October 28-November 1, 2009

Students and Corporations will be brought together to share talents, ideas, and career
opportunities. The conference brings together about 2500 students from all over the United States
and more than 500 companies are represented. This year the conference will take place in
Philadelphia, PA. Workshops on professional and leadership development and company profiles
and highlights will be held. Networking and interviewing opportunities will be present to
participants. In order to make this conference affordable to our members, we will need assistance

on travel expenses, leaving the cost of registration and hotel to each individual.

Bags Of Joy — December 2009

The purpose of this activity is to help our members embrace the Christmas spirit while
helping those less fortunate. Community service is an important aspect of our organization and we
find the Holiday Season an appropriate time to give back to the community that surrounds us. GT-
SHPE organizes bags containing basic non perishable items, as well as treats for the approaching
holiday season. In addition, each bag contains a card filled with our best wishes and an imploration
to always strive forward.

During this time, the College of Engineering
organizes a variety of events to promote academic achievement in math, science, and engineering
disciplines. The goal of this visit to campus is for the students to learn about the scientific fields
offered at Tech and spend a day in a college environment. As a result to this exposure we hope to

see some arising interest in pursuing an engineering career.

Tutoring Program - Throughout the year

GT-SHPE is an organization committed to work for our community and promote the areas
of engineering and science. We understand education is the most valuable asset a person can have
and therefore, this year we have decided to join our efforts with the Hispanic Scholarship Fund
(HSF) to set up a tutoring program with North Atlanta High School. We will visit the school once
or twice a week to assist any student that is seeking help with their schoolwork and college
development.
